 Limit and possibly avoid the use of 

emoticons like :)  

 Be cautious when using humor or 

sarcasm as this is sometimes lost 

online.  

 When doing Zoom meetings with 

teachers and classmates, make 

sure you are dressed appropriately.

 Be careful not to share personal infor-

mation (full name, age, address, 
phone number) online.
